Treasurer’s Report - $47, 928.93 before ice payments were completed for this year.  Should have an balance of between $20,000 and $30,000.
MO Hockey – elections are taking place

Ice management – still need a few more hours for our Spring Program; final bills for the season have just come in and will be paid shortly

Coaching – applications are coming in; Sam Ulrich will be helping with the summer program

Equipment – the logo meeting had to be postponed and should be held Thursday of this week

Communication – MOTION – that the two website domains www.stlladyblues.org and www.stlladyblues.com be accepted as offered from Dick Estes and activated.  CARRIED


- Chris is to write a short intro to our website and distribute it to the board for review so that it can be posted on the website.


-  The monthly email newsletter will be discussed next August with the new board as teams are setting up.  Teams need to look at having one parent other than the team manager in charge of sending information on team’s stats, activities, etc to the newsletter coordinator on a regular basis.

OLD BUSINESS

1.  Director of Team Managers – Sharon Guy has volunteered to take on this role and meet next year with all team managers in August and September so that they will know what their duties and responsibilities are.  The position will not be a voting position.  She will work closely with Dave Hoke as Coaching Director in August with Lady Blues and in September with Cyclones.

2.  Assistant Treasurer – Susan Quinn has agreed to take on the task of collecting all outstanding fees for the 2008 – 2009 and 2009 – 2010 seasons.

3. Registration for 2010-2011 - Cindy Borelli suggested that due to the data base that is being set up on the new website, she might be able to help coordinate the registration of the teams for the 2010-2011 season with relative ease.  Steve will consult with Helen Carey who presently completes the task.

4.  Banquet planning – Joanne thanked Lauri Hoke and Anita Graber for taking over the banquet planning in her absence.  Lauri reported that 70 people have registered so far.  Ashley Peyton has suggested Karen Thatcher, a member of the USA women’s Olympic silver medal winning hockey team, as a guest speaker.  MOTION – that the board pay the airfare required to bring Karen to St. Louis for our banquet.  CARRIED.


- The actual Annual Meeting will not be held at this time.  The out-going board and in-coming board will get together later in May, with the general membership being invited to attend.

NEW BUSINESS
1.  Fundraising – Kelli Rich asked for clarification of her duties as Fundraising Chair and it was agreed that fundraising activities should be voluntary and that money earned would be divided among the participant’s children.  She reported that Camillia Winkleman had offered to help run mouse races in the fall and a suggestion of an adult volleyball tournament was given.

2.  Off-Ice Training - Clem Placke was unable to make the meeting to discuss the off-ice training but Dave reported that there were 11 taking part in the younger group and 7 in the older group at the Hockey Performance Center (HPC).

3.  Board Member elections - Elections will be taking place at the May banquet but the vote will not be counted until afterwards as time must be given for others to vote electronically.  An email notice went out that three positions were available.  Joanne will prepare the paper ballot that will be used at the banquet and will send out the electronic ballot on the Monday after the banquet.

4.  Financial Philosophy of the club – Discussion was held about the club’s financial direction…was it to break even each year or to make money and build the account yearly?  Several suggestions were made in favor of each option.  

5.  Player Payment Options – Steve is working on the process and is putting it on paper for distribution via email for discussion at our next meeting.

6.  Team Updates – For the 2010 – 2011 season, we are anticipating having Lady Blues teams at the 12U, 14U, 16U and 19U levels and Cyclone teams at the 10U, 12U and 16U levels.

7.  End of year surveys – Steve is shortening the surveys used last year in hopes of a better rate of return and will have them ready to be distributed at the EOS banquet.  They will also be sent via email to players and parents.

8.  19UAAA Lady Blue Coach – MOTION – made by Pat, seconded by Dave – 


That the 19U players pay a stipend of $2,500 per year to the head coach of the 19UAAA Lady Blues to be divided with the other coaches as he or she wishes.  CARRIED

9.  Selection of Lady Blues players – A white paper on the Lady Blues tryout process for the Lady Blues teams was read over and changes were agreed upon.  Steve will edit the document and circulate it for final comments before posting it on the website.


Dave reported that Clem Placke, Ron Hirsch and Rick Zombo will be at the sessions of the Blues tryouts for evaluation of the girls.  Steve stressed that their attendance at all sessions is imperative to a fair evaluation of the girls.

10.  Club’s Bylaws - A 3rd draft of the St. Louis Girls’ Youth Hockey Club’s bylaws was distributed for review.  All were asked to read it and prepare comments for the next meeting.
