Reports –
            Treasurer’s – Due to Barry Klein’s move to North Carolina, Steve welcomed Debbie Reed to the board to complete Barry’s term.  
            Communication – Joanne to send out mass mailing to ALL cyclone families in an effort to find more players for the 14U team as only 7 skaters and 1 goalie have registered thus far.
            AdBook committee is in need of a new chair – recommendations were made and Joanne is to contact them 
Old Business – 
            Review of Positions of Responsibilities chart – there are still a few committee positions that need a board member or cyclone parent to head; all members are asked to look over the list and choose which they would like to fill by the next board meeting
            Lady Blues/Cyclones status – 
12U has great numbers so far with 8 St Louis players and goalie; 
14U looks competitive with 13 St Louis players; 
16U has 15 players under contract with 2 offers pending;
19U has only 6 players at this point; 
Cyclones 10U is strong with 12 players registered; 
Cyclones 12U has 2 registered; 
Cyclones 14U has 8 registered.
Cyclone recruitment decisions – It was decided that there would be no 12U team for the 09-10 season and that Joanne would put a push on to find enough girls before August 26th to create a 14U team that would play peeweeA2 or B, depending on declaration games, and in the MWGHL.
Fee Collcetion Procedure  - Debbie and Steve will set up the “coupon” system to identify fees that are due at intervals with the option for a single payment.
Ice Procurement – We kept the 4 pm Saturday ice at Queeny with ½ sheets going to the 10U team as often as possible; the Mills ice is now $250/hr whereas every other rink has held their rates steady so we may need to cut back the number of sheets that we buy there; Brentwood has said that they will not be closing their doors in 2010 as rumored.
Cyclones Tier II tryout preparations – Presently 5 sheets are booked for the conditioning camps but these could be used for a goalie clinic or defensive/offensive clinics with Zombo if sufficient registrations are not met with the 14U registrations. 
New Business
            Total Female Hockey proposal – Dave is going to work on having Kim come to work with the Blues and Cyclones at some point during the season with both on ice and dry land training.
