MO Hockey report – Chris Peterson provided a report.

Ice Management – Steve Sherman provided a report.

Coaching – Dave Hoke indicated a Cyclones/Lady Blues coaches and managers meeting is planed for August 2010.  The meeting will be separate from the August board meeting.

Equipment – Patrick Quinn provided a report on the Lady Blues equipment.

Communication – Ashley Payton is working on a comprehensive club communication

Cindy Borelli indicated she had a donation from Combs Tire.  The board recommended that an advertisement be placed in the 2010 11 season Ad Book for Combs Tire.  Chip Payton has volunteered to coordinate the 2010 11 season Ad Book.
Review and discuss - Positions of Responsibility

· Debbie Reed, the clubs current Treasurer, has resigned from her board position.  Dave Hoke took the action to call Steve Leasck about Steve accepting the Treasurer board position.  Post board meeting Steve Leasck accepted the Treasurer position.  

2010 – 11 Lady Blues Team status: 12U, 14U, 16U, & 19U 

· There was a general discussion on the status of the 12U, 14U, 16U, & 19U Lady Blues Teams.

· 19U Lady Blues Registrations – Ashley is working on gathering the remaining down deposit (or registration) checks for the 19 Lady Blues.  The 19U Lady Blues roster currently has 14 skaters and 2 goalies.

· There will be a supplemental 19U Lady Blues tryout on Saturday 8/7/10 and Sunday 8/8/10.

· There will be a supplemental 12U Lady Blues tryout on Saturday 8/7/10 and Sunday 8/8/10.

2010 – 11 Cyclones Teams status: 10U/LTP (kirkwood), 10U, 12U, 14U, 16U & 19U

· There was a general discussion on the status of the potential Cyclones Teams for the 2010 11 season.
· The plan is to combine the Cyclones 10U/LTP program with the Kirkwood Hockey association’s LTP program. The large majority or all the ice for the LTP program will be purchased at the Kirkwood Ice rink.
· There was a lengthy spirited discussion on the Cyclones 14U and Cyclones 16U teams – both are potential (dependent on sufficient registrations) teams for the 2010 11 season.  The club plans to offer both of these teams to all potential 13U, 14U, 15U, and 16U Cyclones players.  Any potential 13U, 14U, 15U, and 16U Cyclones player is welcome to register for the 2010 11 16U Cyclones team.  The core group of players for the 16U Cyclones will likely be from the 2009 10 season 14U Cyclones team.  Any 13U or 14U Cyclones player is welcome to register for the 2010 11 14U Cyclones team.  The 11U and 12U players will be assigned to the 2010 11 12U Cyclones team.  Cyclones registration paperwork and down deposit checks are due 31 July 2010.

· Help Needed - Coordinate with Chris Hinterser/Twin Bridges about combining Tier II 16U &19U players – Cyclones/Twin Bridges team.  Dave Hoke agreed to call Chris Hinterser to discuss the plans for the Twin Bridges older girl’s teams for the 2010 – 11 season.

Non – St. Louis area Players on Cyclones Team Question/Issue discussion

· There was a lengthy spirited discussion on the merits of non St. Louis area players participating on St. Louis Cyclone Tier 2 teams.  At the conclusion of the discussion there was a board member vote on several proposals.  The following policy was approved by the board members:

If there are excess (more than required to form one Cyclones team at a given level (14U, 16U, etc.)) players at a Tier 2 Cyclones tryout the following players have priority over all other players:

- St. Louis area players 

AND

- Non – St. Louis Players where there is no all girl’s Tier 2 team within a reasonable driving distance

2010 – 11 season player fees review and discussion

· There was a discussion on the 2010 – 11 season Cyclones and Lady Blues player fees.  Several key decisions were made so the 2010 – 11 season Cyclones and Lady Blues player fees could be finalized.
Cyclones and Lady Blues goalie fee discussion

· There was a discussion on the Cyclones and Lady Blues goalie fees.  Several decisions were made so revised fees for Cyclones and Lady Blues goalies could be finalized:

(1) September to March fees: Full fees (same as skaters)

(2) Spring season fees: Half the amount as the skaters

(3) Summer (June and July) fees: Free

(4) August fees: Half the amount as the skaters

(5) Tryout fees: Full fees (same as skaters)

· There was also a discussion about providing the use of free goalie equipment for younger goalies.  The board decided to purchase a set of quality goalie equipment for young players in the club that would like to try goalie.  Patrick Quinn and Chris Peterson took the action to purchase the goalie equipment. 

2010 – 11 season Cyclones and Lady Blues player payment policy discussion

· There was a discussion on the 2010 – 11 season Cyclones and Lady Blues player payment policy.  After a few minor changes the proposed policy was finalized and unamiously approved by the attending board members.  Post board meeting the policy was posted on the club web site.
